Overview of the Counseling Center
The John F. Kennedy Middle School Counseling Center offers a wide variety of services to students, parents and faculty.  In addition to the structured, developmental counseling program and planned guidance activities, middle school counselors provide individual and group counseling, crisis intervention and management, and consultation with parents, faculty and administrators.

Middle School counselors provide a wide variety of services, including:

· Individual counseling

· Group counseling

· Scheduling and placement

· Crisis intervention

· Academic development

· Career development 

· Personal/social development
Along with three school counselors we also have a school social worker and school psychologist.
The School social worker, Ms. Tarrant, is available to help families in need or in crisis gain access to appropriate social service, counseling and community agencies.  Likewise, students in crisis may avail themselves to these services as well.

The school psychologist at the middle school, Ms. Riccardi, is available to assist students, parents and staff to resolve particular educational problems.  The school psychologist frequently conducts psychological/educational evaluations, counseling sessions for students and workshops.
