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The third graders at Charles Campagne School are 
observing the migration of butterflies going south.  With the 
help of Mrs. Ivers , the librarian, the children are following 
the Fall migration of monarch butterflies to Mexico.  The 
students are using the Journey North website--- 
www.journeynorth.org --to learn about butterfly migration.  
As part of this project, children have participated in a 
“symbolic” migration of  paper butterflies.   

During Art, Mrs. Hermann  worked with the third 
graders to create symmetrical paper butterflies.    On 
October 11, the paper butterflies began their migratation to 
Mexico.  They were mailed to Journey North.  From there, 
they will be sent to the children in Mexico who live near to 
where the real butterflies migrate.  In the Spring, new paper 
butterflies will migrate back to us from elsewhere in the 
United States and Canada. 
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
