Each section (page) must have the title on top: Appetizer, Main Dish, etc… AND the question or prompt.  Then, you may completely answer the question or prompt.  Don’t forget to answer ALL parts of each question!
You may type the entire menu or write neatly.  You must be consistent throughout the project.

A. Your name

B. Title of book

C. Author’s Name

D. Picture

The picture CANNOT be copied from your book cover.  It must be an original image that connects to the book’s plot, conflict, characters or setting.

E. A sentence describing the book in quotes
The sentence should be simple, but descriptive. It must explain the plot of the story.

Examples:

“The story explores a very unusual friendship during World War II.”

“It is important to figure out who you really are and who you want to become.”

“Can a young boy from a rural town in Alabama really make it big in New York City?”

The completed menu should be 5 pages long.  Make sure it is fastened together neatly and in the correct order.
