· What is your novel’s genre?  What are three characteristics of your novel that prove it is a book of that genre?
· Why do you think the author chose the book’s title? Would you have chosen the same title? Explain your answer.

· Describe the novel’s setting.   Why is the setting important to the plot of the story?
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MAIN DISHES

· What was the main conflict in this story that the characters tried to solve? How was it resolved?  What was learned because of this conflict and resolution?
· What was the most important event in your book? Why did you choose it as most important?

· Each novel has a message or theme that connects with its readers.  What is that message, and how does the book teach it? 

· Describe an emotion you felt while reading a particular scene.  What was the emotion/feeling?  How did the scene in the novel stir up that feeling inside you?
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SIDE DISHES

· If you were able to meet one of the characters, who would it be and why?  What would you talk about? 

· Copy down a quote from the book that you feel is really central to the novel.  Explain what the quote means and why it is so important to the novel.
· Explain and give two examples of a figurative language technique that was used in your book. (Examples: simile, metaphor, imagery, personification, foreshadowing, flashback, etc…)  Why does the author use this technique?  How did it add to the story?
· Describe a personal connection you made to the novel.  It can be a connection to a character, a particular scene, the setting, a conflict, etc…  Explain what the connection was and how it made you feel.

· Did this book change your opinion or feeling about something?  If so, explain what it changed in you and how?  
· What three questions would you ask the author if you could meet him or her? Why?

· What type of person would you recommend this book to?  Explain why.  How would you persuade them to read the book?
· If you could change one thing that happened in the book, what would it be?  Explain why you would change it and how you would change it.
